Minutes of June 23, 2010, Public Hearing

Ms. Scherrman called the June, 2010 Dubuque County Board of Health meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

1. Approval of Minutes

A motion was made by Dr. Fairley to approve the minutes of the May 26, 2010 meeting; seconded by Mr. Bell.  Motion carried unanimously.

2. Approval of Claims for May, 2010
A motion was made by Dr. Fairley to approve the claims for May, 2010; seconded by Mr. Bell.  Motion carried unanimously.

3.
Anti-Tobacco Update – Hillcrest – Kara Schroeder
A motion was made by Mr. Bell to receive and file the May, 2010 Tobacco Community Partnership report; seconded by Dr. Fairley.  Motion carried unanimously.
Ms. Brimeyer informed the Board of Health members that Kara Schroeder, Anti-Tobacco Coordinator, has resigned from her position at Hillcrest and her last day will be Thursday, May 24, 2010.  Hillcrest is currently in the process of interviewing for this position.  Ms. Scherrman instructed Ms. Brimeyer to send Ms. Schroeder a letter from the Board of Health and the Dubuque County Health Department thanking her for her services.

VNA Report – Nan Colin 

Ms. Colin will review her May and June reports with the Board of Health at the July 28, 2010 Board of Health meeting.
A motion was made by Mr. Bell to approve the May, 2010 County Public Health Funding in the amount of $22,467.00; seconded by Dr. Fairley.  Motion carried unanimously.
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5.
New Business

Ms. Scherrman stated there were a few things that the Board needed to vote on.  The first issue is extending an offer of employment for the new Executive Director of the Dubuque County Health Department.  As Dr. Viner and Dr. Peckosh could not be present at this evening’s Board of Health meeting, they sent a hard copy of the person they were voting for.  Copies of these correspondences are attached to the minutes.
After discussion about each applicant, a motion was made by Mr. Bell to extend the offer of employment for the Executive Director of the Dubuque County Health Department to Patrice Lambert; seconded by Dr. Fairley.  Both Dr. Viner and Dr. Peckosh also voted for Ms. Lambert.  Motion carried unanimously.  Ms. Scherrman will call Ms. Lambert in the morning offering the position to her.

The second item for consideration by the Board of Health is a Time of Transfer 30-day request by Jerry and Judith Siegert.  The Siegert’s bought property on Tom Lucas Road and they need to install a new septic system.  But, the Siegert’s want to record this land sale before they install the new septic system.  They were told by their lawyer that they could get a 30-day extension for this.  However, that is not true.  Ms. Scherrman printed documentation off the Iowa Department of Natural Resources outlining the new guidelines set up by the State of Iowa.
After much discussion, the Board of Health felt the request made by the Siegert’s did not meet their criteria to approve their request.  They suggested that the Siegert’s go back to their lawyer and have a legal document drawn up that both the buyer and seller sign to protect each of their interests.  They also suggested that Mr. & Mrs. Siegert contact an engineer immediately to get a perc test done and the new septic installed.

A motion was made by Mr. Bell to deny the Time of Transfer septic system extension request of the Siegert’s; seconded by Dr. Fairley.  Motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Scherrman reviewed the FY11 Local Public Health Services Contract with the Board of Health members.  The Board of Health is responsible for the Local Boards of Health category in the grant in the amount of $29,222.


A motion was made by Dr. Fairley to approve the FY11 Local Public Health Services Contract with the Iowa Department of Public Health; seconded by Mr. Bell.  Motion carried unanimously.  Ms. Brimeyer will send down the FY11 Local Public Health Services State Appropriation for the BOS approval at their July 6, 2010 BOS meeting.  The amount of this grant is $246,322.  

The Board of Health then reviewed the Addendum to Agreement between the Dubuque County board of Health/Dubuque County Board of Supervisors and the Dubuque Visiting Nurse Association in the amount of $206,185.91 for the period covering July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011.


A motion was made by Mr. Bell to approve this Addendum to Agreement; seconded by Dr. Fairley.  Motion carried unanimously.  Ms. Brimeyer will get Ms. Colin of the VNA to sign this Addendum to Agreement and then will forward to the BOS for their approval.
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The Board of Health then reviewed the budget prepared by Nan Colin of the Visiting Nurse Association for the FY2010/2011 Public Health Services Grant.

A motion was made by Mr. Bell to approve this budget; seconded by Dr. Fairley.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Board of Health reviewed the Contract between the Iowa Department of Public Health and Dubuque County relating to swimming pools and spas, tattoo establishments, and tanning facilities and also reviewed the Agreement between the Dubuque County Board of Health and the City of Dubuque for the City to do the swimming pool inspections in Dubuque County.  

A motion was made by Dr. Fairley to approve both documents; seconded by Mr. Bell.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Board of Health then reviewed the need for a moratorium for wells and septics as it relates to the SW Arterial Corridor.  The Board of Health members present tabled any action until their July 28, 2010 Board of Health meeting.
